Janelle Love, M.D.
Dr. Love is a functional medicine physician.  Her philosophy is to not put every child on medication, but to figure out the genetics & biochemistry of the individual and correct the underlying issues.  She understands Autism is a very complicated issue which can be compounded by Lyme disease.  Dr. Love will be speaking about biomedical issues of our autistic children, transmission routes of Lyme disease, why standard lab tests cannot locate Lyme disease in our children, how the Borrelia neurotoxin affects our children and how to counteract the neurotoxin when implementing Borrelia elimination.

East Coast Conference Speaker Spotlight
Jeffrey Baker, ND

Autism is not a psychiatric condition.  Instead, it is a biomedical condition with psychiatric symptoms.  Current research supports the fact that autism is a multi-factorial biomedical condition affecting many physiologic systems within the body.   The immune and detoxification systems, in particular, appear to play significant roles in autism.  These dysfunctions are apparent in most children with autism, evidenced by an increase in toxicity, allergies and infections. 

 

Dr. Baker's lecture will discuss current literature and ongoing research at CARE Clinics, which identify Lyme disease and other chronic infections in autism.  Genetic predispositions will be discussed in detail, reviewing how they are identified and how they contribute to toxicity and infections.  Effective treatments for these conditions will also be reviewed, including nutrition, oxidative therapy, detoxification, and personalized programs that address each individual's genetic predispositions.

Ritchie Shoemaker, MD - author of Mold Warriors

 Ritchie C. Shoemaker, MD, is a man in love with his family and profession. He lives with his wife and daughter in a rural setting in Eastern Maryland, by the shores of the Pocomoke River (site of massive Pfiesteria-related fish kills), where he enjoys nature excursions, cooking and furniture refinishing. Dr. Shoemaker graduated from Duke University where he received undergraduate and medical degrees. He is a practicing physician in Pocomoke City, MD, and conducts research all across the country. His dedication to his patients and his advancement of medicine through research has been recognized often, including receipt of the Maryland Academy of Family Practice Physician of the Year 2000 award which was followed by an award as a finalist in the National competition for 2002. 

Dr. Shoemaker has published four books, and has numerous publications in scientific research journals, on audio and video tapes and in newspapers. He has made many presentations at scientific meetings, and has frequently appeared on television.

Dr. Shoemaker's lectures are known for their enthusiastic presentation of thought provoking ideas. Whether his speech is educational or motivational, he is an entertaining speaker with a stimulating approach to thinking that will challenge the listener. 

Dr. Shoemaker, the author of Mold Warriors will be speaking at the April 12th New Jersey conference about what biotoxins do to inflammation and brains and the implications for the approach to the autistic patients.   He will also be available for a book signing during the day.
