“You are welcome to redistribute or reprint documents from this website without
seeking our permission provided: 1) you do not abbreviate, add to, or change the
text in any way; 2) the authorship information is retained; and 3)
www.theoneclickgroup.co.uk is credited as the source.”

If you would like to publish material produced by One Click in the future, we would ask you please to adhere what is very clearly stated on the website and quote the full text of what we write if you want to republish copy produced by us in another forum.  It is not enough simply to credit One Click as the source as is so clearly stated.   Our copy is designed and crafted to provide maximum information and benefit to readers.  

In the normal course of events, I would have published full text on EuroLyme myself since the feature on Elizabeth Colley in particular gives hope to many.   However, and as I am sure you will recall, One Click has been given a very bad time on EuroLyme in the past through absolutely no provocation and no fault of our own.  You dealt with this badly and failed to respond to any correspondence that highlighted our most legitimate concerns so clearly.   We therefore hesitate to publish important information in this forum as a result and very rarely do so.  This was a nasty experience for us and has very naturally left a bad taste in our mouths as a result of your lack of cooperation.   

We trust that if you wish to publish material from One Click on the internet in the future, you will adhere to the conditions and terms of republication so clearly stated on our website.   We write to you now in the spirit of cooperation and trust that we will not encounter these problems again.
