	Words of Dead Professor on TYMES Trust Colby and Dr Ho-Yen 

	Professor Alasdair Crockett's writings on Jane Colby, CEO of The Young ME Sufferers Trust (TYMES Trust) children's charity, Dr Darrel Ho-Yen, Lyme Disease/Borreliosis and ME/CFS. His words live on. 

ME/CFS charity rep Jane Colby has recently been once more attempting to debunk and refute the evidenced links between Lyme Disease/Borreliosis and ME/CFS, using blatant self-promoter Dr Darrel Ho-Yen, head of Microbiology at the Raigmore Hospital, Inverness, Scotland with which to do it. The links between ME/CFS and Lyme Disease/Borreliosis have caused these UK ME/CFS charities more concern than any other issue in recent times because they make a comprehensive nonsense of their offerings that will have been shown to damage patients, some as young as under the age of five years old.

On 11 October 2006, TYMES Trust Jane Colby used the Co-Cure internet list to plug her latest edition of Vision magazine, notoriously previously employed to promote the RCPCH Guidelines on ME/CFS children that have damaged every single ME/CFS labelled child in Britain.

People were outraged when Colby's article headed Lyme Disease: false alarm was published by her in her magazine, no more so than Cambridge educated university Professor Alasdair Crockett, a former research fellow at Nuffield College and one of the chief officers with the Institute for Social and Economic Research.

Professor Crockett wrote this about Jane Colby, her charity and Dr Darrel Ho-Yen. This is particularly tragic because Professor Crockett, a Lyme Disease/Borreliosis sufferer, is now dead. See below.

Dear all,

The chair of my local ME group (please see previous post for context) singled out the "Young ME Sufferers Trust" as feeding particularly poisonous info. re. Lyme into the ME community. She'd written to the editor Jane Colby about the Lyme ME connection and about her own diagnosis and improvement after Samento and abx after she'd seen a recent piece dismissing Lyme (see below). She's asked for a further piece putting the alternative view, but to no avail.

Indeed, Jane Colby had written a very patronising letter back, stating that there was very widespread over-diagnosis of Lyme in the U.K. (what???) and even throwing into doubt her recent improvement on abx, stating that 'improvement would be expected in the majority of cases over the period of years you describe' without any treatment (WHAT???). This particular lady had been going steadily downhill for 25 years prior to her Lyme diagnosis and improvement with abx. Jane Colby seems to use Dr Ho-Yen, whom she describes as 'one of the foremost international Lyme disease experts' [yeah right. I'm sure Burrascano rings him up when he has a hard case] as her medical adviser.

I thought Dr Yen was one of the Drs involved in getting Scotland's Western blot testing more sane than England's, so it seems odd he should be taking such a strong anti-Lyme position here. Maybe it's more the spin Jane Colby puts on his views that makes them so offensive.

LYME DISEASE: false alarm

Dr Ho-Yen is an international expert in Lyme Disease, based in Scotland.

He is concerned at the many false positive results being obtained from private laboratories and advises that people should have these results checked by the NHS.

Another microbiologist has lodged an official compliant against a private hospital. Lyme disease, carried by ticks [their spelling not mine] can be treated by antibiotics, but in chronic cases where they are ineffective, management is the same as for ME. Long-term antibiotics, says Dr Ho-Yen, are not helpful. [so if you have a chronic bacterial infection the best 21st medicine can suggest is CBT and graded exercise, err I don't think so]

Maybe Dr Yen would rather young ME sufferers spend their money on
his self-help books rather than abx. Underneath the Lyme piece there's an advert for his self-help books, amongst others "UNWIND! Understand and control life better", "CLIMBING OUT of the pit of life" and "Learning to TREASURE your spirochetes" (o.k. I made that last one up!). It's most peculiar that an infectious disease specialist would have a sideline in patronising self-help books, but he's obviously found the right journal to pedal them in and no doubt has plenty of spare time following his non-treatment of chronic Lyme patients.

Jane Bryant comments: "Colby's usual tactics when such evidence is placed in the public domain is to call for the police to falsely arrest the writers and publishers and through the offices of the police, to attempt to get the sick ME/CFS labelled children of the families concerned placed into care. False arrest will be an impossibility for Colby and her friends to orchestrate on this occasion because this good, good man is dead. His words, however, live on."
