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	A ROTTEN ME INVESTMENT 

	On the 22nd April, Professor Malcolm Hooper published a Report on the first Oral Evidence Hearing of the Gibson ME/CFS Inquiry that contained a number of crucial factual errors and omissions in regard to the One Click Presentation. 

This matter was so serious that on the 23rd April 2006, The One Click Group was given no choice but to write to each member of the Gibson ME/CFS Inquiry Panel and provide Corrections to Hooper's statement. It is extremely important that factual accuracy is maintained about all submissions to the Inquiry, so that groups such as ourselves are not misrepresented as this would have gravely adverse implications for the ME/CFS community and for those groups who submitted evidence. One generally does not play games with evidence designed to assist ME/CFS patients and submitted to a Public Inquiry unless one is attempting to assist the psychiatric lobby. 

It now transpires that an organisation entitled Invest in ME that purports to assist ME/CFS patients has deliberately and destructively done precisely that, despite our having tried to raise our concerns previously with one Ms. Waddle of this outfit in private. 

It is a tragedy that any organisation that claims to support ME/CFS patients would purposefully seek to misrepresent their best interests on an issue as important as evidence submitted to a Public Inquiry, but this is sadly the case. This is most unfortunate for all concerned and will lead many to ask if the information that Invest in ME provides on its website can be considered accurate. It is certainly the case that on the issue of the Gibson ME/CFS Inquiry and courtesy of Hooper's Notes, it cannot. 

Many of our readers will be asking: WHY are these damaging and destructive games being played with evidence that has been designed and presented to assist ME/CFS patients and submitted to a Public Inquiry in the UK? The answer is that the politics played with ME/CFS in the UK are obscene in many respects. It is no wonder that the psychiatric lobby spends a large proportion of its time laughing all the way to the bank. 

Once more we leave you with the account of The Underbelly of ME/CFS Politics Revealed. Featured heavily in this account that involves wrongful arrest, the police, the serious damaging of very ill children and a Formal Inquiry being carried out over this malfeasance under the auspices of the Independent Police Complaints Commission is one Jane Colby of The Young ME Sufferers Trust (TYMES Trust) charity. Colby is one of the players in Invest in ME. This is how the wheels so filthily turn in ME/CFS politics.
