EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING OF THE ME ASSOCIATION

REARRANGED FOR 11.30am, SATURDAY SEPTEMBER, 3, AT ST PETER'S CHURCH HALL, LEAMINGTON SPA, WARWICKSHIRE

The EGM will be held at 11.30am at St Peter's Church Hall, The Dormer Conference Centre, Dormer Place, Royal Leamington Spa, Warks CV32 4AA for the purposes of discussing and voting on certain changes to The MEA's Memorandum & Article of Association, which have been recommended by the Board of Trustees.

It will be followed, in the afternoon, by an open medical meeting which will be addressed by leading ME genetics researcher Dr John Gow and members of the MEA's panel of medical advisers.

Further details about the EGM, including how to obtain tickets for the medical session, which is open to non-members as well, will be made available in the August edition of ME Essential.  A summary of the 2004 audited accounts will also be available at the meeting.

The Annual General Meeting of the Association originally planned for the morning of the 3 September will be postponed until later in the year; details will appear in the August ME Essential, and on our website.
