It is time that the ME Association answered some questions.

1.  Why will the ME Association not cease the damaging and reckless promotion of the term Myalgic Encephalopathy that has no classification and that is not recognised by either the World Health Organisation or the UK government?

2.  Does the ME Association adhere to the term and classification of ME/CFS (ICD-10 G93.3)?

3.  Why hasn't the ME Association adopted the Canadian criteria and recommended that they be put into general use by the ME/CFS clinics and all medical departments dealing with ME/CFS?

4.  Is the ME Association solvent or insolvent?

5.  Is the ME Association trading legally or illegally?

6.  Where is the legitimate information, cogent and sourced in relation to the ME Association finances, structure, form, stance and policy that its members and the ME/CFS community require in order to make an informed and rational decision as to its future? 

7.  What are the plans for the ME Association’s physical location in the future>?

8.  With so many employees sought according to the ME Association website, how are these to be paid for and supported?  

9.  What systems has the ME Association sought to put in to place to cope with past events, the present situation and the future?

10.  Apart from one extremely mixed statement on the website, what proactive plans has the ME Association structured in order for the PACE and FINE trials to be stopped?  How is this being carried out - by whom, where and to which audience and when?

11.  What terrestrial media plans has the ME Association devised in relation to coverage for the PACE and FINE trials and other medical and political issues that are current and pressing?

12. Why has the ME Association - insofar as we are aware - made no comment on the PACE and FINE trials prior to the publication of the PACE Report?

13.  Who are the 27 Medical Advisers of the ME Association that subsequent to his dismissal and prior to Dr. Charles Shepherd’s election to Trustee, he called to be made public on the 26 September 2003?

14.  Dr. Shepherd, AfME and the Medical Research Council have all made much of the London criteria.  Have the London criteria been published and used in research?

15.  Why is the secrecy cult that was killing this charity in the past so absolutely apparent since it was maintained during the Shepherd campaign that a new and reconstituted ME Association would conduct its affairs with honesty and transparency?

The ME Association now has its fifteen questions.  

AfME has twenty-one questions outstanding.  

We wait. 

The ME/CFS community requires a response.
