	RE: HUSHMAN AND MERGE 

	Today, I received more 'anonymous' abusive Hatemail in relation to the MERGE UK charity as Angela Kennedy has written in the HUSHMAN AND MERGE post below. I will not stand by any longer and let this go past. This, together with the full headers, will be referred to the police.

I think that over the last few months, my family has been so badly abused, vilified and traduced in relation to the material that One Click has published to counter the psychiatric paradigm of ME/CFS, that I have lost a large part of my sense of outrage. OUTRAGE over what has wrongfully been done to the small families of Angela Kennedy and myself. And in particular, OUTRAGE over what has been done to our severely disabled children. 

Much has been written of the doings of Jane Colby of the TYMES Trust charity in relation to my wrongful police arrest and the subsequent devastation of the health of my child.

What has not been much written about is the involvement of the Countess of Mar, Patron of both the MERGE and TYMES Trust charities. With the latest Hatemailer Hushman's attack in abusive support of the MERGE charity, my sense of outrage has most fortuitously returned. 

I had worked with MERGE charity Patron Countess of Mar in the past. Extensively. Through press releases, articles, The PACE Report et al, phone calls and meetings, Mar was then a stalwart campaigner for ME/CFS sufferers' rights. Mar warned me that I could and should expect resistance and interference at every level with the advocacy work of One Click. She was right. My telephone line has been cut three times and my internet access along with it, as but two examples. Mar assured me however that in her experience and that although my life would be made very difficult indeed, physically I would not be touched. Famous last words. 

I well recall when very downhearted over ME/CFS advocacy and the constantly shifting sands of vested interests, Mar telephoned me one evening and made me faithfully promise her that no matter what difficulties that I would doubtless encounter in the future and no matter how rough things got, that I would never, ever give in. I promised. My sick young son was so impressed with the Countess of Mar and her efforts for ME/CFS patients at that time, that he asked that I obtain a signed photograph of her that subsequently took pride of place on our fridge. For a young boy, that is the highest compliment that can be paid.

A few short months later and subsequent to One Click publishing the evidenced collusion of the MERGE charity with the psychiatric lobby over this charity's malfeasance in relation to the RCPCH Guidelines, the Countess of Mar, Patron of the MERGE and TYMES Trust charities, used her contacts to try to get me criminally prosecuted and therefore physically threatened by the police. She was so concerned in relation to the whistle blowing of the actions of the MERGE charity's evidenced collusion with the psychiatric lobby over the RCPCH Guidelines that will adversely affect the health and education prospects of every single ME/CFS child in the land, that she approached the Special Operations police service for the Palace of Westminster police (SO17) and attempted to press all the buttons that she possibly could to do me and my child the most serious damage. How ironic that it was the assurances of Mar of MERGE herself that although my life would be made difficult because of my work, physically I would be fine. What a crock of excreta. As a matter of fact, one is not 'physically fine' when four heavily protected police officers barrel through the front door one fine day, attempt to drag me off to a police station many miles away from my home, terrify my son and threaten to remove him from his home and put him into the care of Social Services. This was wrongful arrest and is now subject to a formal inquiry being carried out under the auspices of the Independent Police Complaints Commission (IPCC). Such is the work of the Countess of Mar of MERGE and her colleague, Jane Colby of the TYMES Trust charity. 

When the police raid was over, my young son ripped that Mar photograph from the fridge, tore it into very small pieces and flushed them down the toilet along with any shreds of good reputation that Mar may have previously enjoyed with our family and many others no doubt.

I have a question for Mar. Do you know what it is like to have a child so ill with ME/CFS for the last five years that his previously young and thriving life is ruined and traduced? Do you know what it is like to have an ME/CFS child placed under the kind of stress that you attempted to orchestrate? For him to hear from the mouths of the police that Social Services may be coming to get him to take him away from his home right now? To realise that this is being done by people who are supposed to be helping ME/CFS children like him? 

It remains extremely distressing to see that this is how certain ME/CFS 
charity representatives are behaving, instead of standing up to the 
psychiatric lobby and its supporters. The amount of attacks that One Click 
has weathered and continues to weather is clearly designed to prevent us from our mandate which is to advocate for the rights of ME/CFS sufferers, 
including children.

We will not be beaten, we will not be cowed and we WILL fight back. So the next time that you people decide to send some more poison pen Hatemail over the internet, you would do well to remember this. My outrage is back.

Jane,

Excellent news about the police making the right decision, I hope its a 
weight off your mind.

As discussed, I confirm the outcome of the telephone conversation I had with PC Gary Baker at the Palace of Westminster on 13 May 2005.

I was given his details by PC Clarke of Southall police. PC Clark was under the impression that 'Westminster police' were investigating an allegation made by the Countess of Mar regarding 'harassment'. I called PC Baker who told me that approximately three weeks previously, the Countess had spoken to officials of the Houses of Parliament and asked them to look into an allegation of harassment by Jane Bryant via the 'one-click group' towards the 'Merge' charity. She is a patron of the charity and therefore felt that what had been said was directed at her. PC Baker looked into the allegation and viewed the web site containing references to the Merge charity. He said that he had decided that at this stage, since no direct e-mails had been sent to the Countess and there had been no formal 'harassment' according to law, what had been put on the web site did not constitute an offence under criminal law. He said that he intended to inform the Countess of this decision and advise her that if she wished to take the matter any further, she should consider an action for defamation, which is a civil action rather than criminal. This would not involve the police and whether there had been defamatory quotes on the site would need to be construed by the civil courts.

PC Baker said that unless anything else came to light which constituted a 
criminal offence, he would not be pursuing the allegation.

I hope this helps.
