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	UK Invest in ME Charity - Stock Plummets 

	This item is of particular interest in relation to the Invest in ME (IiME) charity conference scheduled to be held in May 2007.

Many concerns have been expressed by our worldwide readers in relation to the UK charity Invest in ME (IiME) and its links with the activities of the mendacious and litigious Dr Ian Gibson MP, chairman of the dangerously flawed Gibson 'inquiry' and extensive pharmaceutical industry supporter. Extensive supporter of the workings of the pharmaceutical industry, Dr Gibson resigned when his role with the Cancer United campaign was exposed after it was revealed that the sole funder was Roche Pharmaceutical, the world's biggest manufacturer of cancer drugs. Furthermore on 22 March 2007, Labour Member for Norwich North Dr Ian Gibson MP went to media bat for the pharmaceutical industry again in the Norwich Evening News in his desire to have girls as young as eleven given a five vaccine cocktail. 

Conversely, the National Vaccine Information Center (NVIC), the USA's leading vaccine safety and informed consent advocacy organisation, is urging state legislatures to investigate the safety and cost of mandating Merck’s HPV vaccine (GARDASIL) for all pre-adolescent girls before introducing legislation amending state vaccine laws.
