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A Patient Writes - Dr Margareta Griesz-Brisson

Patient Dave: 

Around two months ago, I went to the offices of Dr Margareta Griesz-Brisson in Harley Street, London.

On the first visit I was told I had mercury poisoning which may be true, but I was concerned I had Lyme Disease. I asked her about the LTT MELISA Test and she was going to charge me £250 for it. I decided to arrange to do it myself through the MELISA lab in Germany and it was £100 cheaper. It came back positive.

On this same visit she said she thought I had a problem with metals and was going to charge me £500 for the German MELISA Test for metal toxicity. I did it myself and it was at least £100 cheaper. She was right as the test came back showing I have got metal allergies. She didn't encourage me to have the tests but I went ahead because I needed to know for myself. She said I would be better off spending the money on detox and was pushing her detox clinic in Germany at £2,000 per week per patient for two weeks, exclusive of hotel accommodation and airfares.

I had told her that money was an issue on my first visit and that I couldn't afford to go to the German clinic. A couple of weeks later I had a call from her secretary saying that Dr Griesz-Brisson was going to the detox clinic in Germany and there was a place for me if I wanted to go as she thought I would get benefit from this.

It was like dangling a carrot and I did have to think twice about it. I did consider getting a loan, but the more I thought about it, it seemed to me that I could have ended up at least £5,000 worse of, with no improvement and no money left for the treatment I REALLY needed. It is quite possible that very vulnerable people would have given in, in desperation, and ended up thousands of pounds in debt.

I did feel that Dr Griesz-Brisson was annoyed with me for having arranged the German tests for myself as she then couldn't benefit from the mark-up. When I rang her with the results, she did seem to be quite impatient with me, not really wanting to discuss them as she wasn't being paid, but this is only a feeling. 

I was told I wasn’t well enough to have antibiotic treatment and would get more benefit from detox.

After this first consultation I was encouraged to have a vitamin infusion, so the total cost of the visit was £330 when I was expecting to pay £200. 

When I got my positive Lyme result back I asked her to write to my GP but she won't do this unless the GP rings her. I have never before seen a consultant, private or NHS, who will not write a letter to one's GP. This means I have no evidence to show I have ever seen her. Most odd! 

On my second visit a couple of weeks later, I was expecting to just have a vitamin infusion at £130, but ended up with her doing cupping on me plus an infusion which altogether cost me £230. She wanted to see me the next week. It was after this that I decided enough is enough as it seemed it was going to be never ending. 

I did manage to get antibiotics treatment but it was thanks to Dr Sarah Myhill writing to my GP and not Dr Griesz-Brisson who seems to be averse to suggesting prescribing antibiotics, even with a positive Lyme Disease test. Just thought you would be interested in my experience with Dr Griesz-Brisson.

One Click Note: Dr Griesz-Brisson incentivises many patients who visit her London Harley Street office to travel to her office in Müllheim, Germany, to obtain her detox treatment for two weeks at a cost of £4,000 per patient, exclusive of hotel accommodation and airfares, irrespective of their diagnosis. According to the information provided by patients to One Click, Dr Griesz-Brisson's claim that "Our success rate is extremely high, even for the most difficult cases”, has not been borne out. It has taken time to unravel this, but this would appear to be the position. 

One particularly shocking case is that of a patient with both a Lyme Disease and ME/CFS diagnosis who improved from the detox, although still unable to lead any semblance of a normal life. Because this improvement was unable to be maintained and sustained upon return to the UK despite further Harley Street treatment of vitamin infusions and procaine injections, injected straight into the liver, Dr Griesz-Brisson then proceeded to infer that the patient was not organically ill. 

Those patients who have had their confidentiality breached by Dr Griesz-Brisson are considering laying formal complaints with the General Medical Council. If these complaints are upheld, the disciplinary penalties are most serious, including possible revocation of the medical licence to practice in some cases. Dr Griesz-Brisson's private Harley Street practice has also failed to be registered with the Healthcare Commission.
