HPV vaccine may be more dangerous than thought

A new article that appears in the June 9 2007 issue of British Medical Journal raises questions over the safety of human papillomavirus vaccine named Gardasil made by Merck and heavily promoted by the government officials and legislators in the U.S. and Australia.

The article by Janice Hopkins Tanne from New York says that in the U.S., three deaths closely time related to immunization with the vaccine have been reported, in addition to 1637 adverse reactions reported by Judicial Watch, a public interest watchdog.

This bad news is not readily available to the public. Judicial Watch obtained the reports from the Food and Drug Administration using the Freedom of Information Act, according to the author.

In Australia, the author cited the Age as reporting that 25 girls at a catholic high school in Melbourne who received the HPV vaccine on May 22 experienced headache, nausea and dizziness. Four girls were sent to hospital and two were admitted overnight, but all were discharged.

It is true that HPV is common and the majority of cervical cancer cases are caused by the virus. Yet people need to know that

1) This vaccine is not 100 percent effective in preventing HPV induced cervical cancer. Long term studies have not been conducted on the efficacy and safety of this vaccine.

2) The long term safety of this HPV vaccine remains unknown while adverse effects have been reported.

3) An overwhelmingly majority of healthy women is able to clean up the virus naturally from their bodies without using any drug or vaccine.

4) Although cervical cancer is deadly, it is rare. Women would have better odds of dying from traffic accidents than from this cancer.

5) HPV is sexually transmitted, following a healthy lifestyle including having fewer sexual partners or using condoms, eating a nutritious diet to increase immune system can help reduce the odds of acquiring HPV virus.

6) Mass immunization with this vaccine does not reduce the medical cost for treatment of cervical cancer.
