As One Click has already highlighted, the PRIME Project headed by Ms. Vivienne Parry and funded by the GUS Charitable Trust is most interesting. 

Involved in the PRIME Project are also three other organisations - Crowe Associates, the Royal College of Nursing and Minervation, amongst others such as the psychiatrically biased UK charities AfME and AYME et al.
