WHO ARE THE PRIME MOVERS?
Please see below the copy of a letter that the One Click pressure group has just despatched to Ms. Vivienne Parry of the PRIME Project. A copy of this letter has also been sent to the One Click lawyers, who are, we are pleased to report, of the very first Central London division. If Ms. Parry is unable to substantiate her claims made in the PRIME Steering Group Report 27/04/05, One Click will be taking the necessary steps and escalating this matter to all parties.

It is very interesting to see that the PRIME Project headed by Parry says in its objectives: “The stated aims of the PRIME Project amongst others are to reconcile differences in opinion and approach and resolve disputes arising from them, and encourage co-operation between bodies representing views of people with ME/CFS and their carers.”

Really? Why would Parry then attempt to orchestrate such a dreadfully lame smear campaign against a pressure group that works internationally to serve the best interests of patients who suffer from the neurological disease ME/CFS ICD-10 G93.3 if her motives and those of her group are pure as she maintains?

As will be seen from the excerpt from the PRIME Steering Group Report highlighted in the letter below, the gargantuan (and frankly astounding) efforts of one of the PRIME Steering Group members to organise a smear campaign against One Click based on allegations which look highly suspicious, if not downright spurious, are little short of incredible and - Parry’s favourite word - risible. 

How much time did they spend on this, if any? Did they carry out any of these activities at all as they maintain? If they did, why did Parry write to One Click yesterday and refuse to provide the information requested? What kind of threat do the people behind the PRIME Project believe that One Click represents to the psychiatric lobby’s best interests for them to devote so much of their energies in creating a smear campaign that is not worth the blob that it represents? Why are these people doing this and what are their motives?

The concerns about the PRIME Project will now, naturally, be fully investigated by One Click in due course. This would have been the case even if they had not tried such a lame trick as this pathetic smear campaign. However, this has highlighted the problem perhaps better than we could have done ourselves and made investigation of PRIME an even greater priority for the British ME/CFS community.

Many of us have found the PRIME Project extremely puzzling. It appeared from nowhere out of the blue and to our knowledge, Ms. Parry and her colleagues do not have ME/CFS themselves, nor are they carers of ME/CFS children. Why and for what reason therefore has the PRIME Project been parachuted into the ME/CFS community at this particular time with the advent of the psychiatrically fraudulent PACE and FINE trials wasting over £11.1 of British taxpayer’s money and the 
“CFS/ME” Centres run primarily by the psychiatrists for psychiatric funding and benefit wasting a further £8.5m?

One Click has merely just started to scratch the surface in relation to the PRIME Project in our investigation. However, a few salient facts have already begun to leap off the page.

Vivienne Parry styles herself as “A scientist by training and an enthusiast to her bones.” Quite why Parry has so recently become such an instant ME/CFS enthusiast whilst so comprehensively adopting the psychiatric lobby mantra that has done so much damage to patients of the neurological disease, WHO classification ICD-10 G93.3 in the UK and precisely what forces have prompted this interest is a very good question indeed. 

Parry worked on the Consultation Report 2002 produced by the Science Media Centre. Working together with Parry on this report were Professor Simon Wessely psychiatrist, notorious for his public declaration that the disease Myalgic Encephalomyelitis is merely a belief system that he maintains does not exist and Lord Sainsbury of the Linbury Trust, funder of Wessely and White, leader of the PACE trial. Simon Wessely is the principal Investigator at the Mobile Phone Research Unit at Kings College Hospital. 

Wessely and Parry seem to have much in common. 

Since its inception, the PRIME Project has allied itself to the psychiatrically biased charities AfME, AYME and, of course, the notorious Messrs. Barton & Marsh of the AfME affiliated Kent and Sussex ME/CFS Group. Dr. Charles Shepherd with his attempt to strip ME/CFS patients of the WHO ME/CFS classification, his close relationship to Wessely and his heavy involvement in the scientifically fraudulent PACE trial is, as ever, never far from the PRIME mix. 

The question needs to be asked: In Ms. Parry, do we have on our hands another version of journalist Caroline Richmond of HealthWatch who did so much damage to ME/CFS patients? The Richmond about whom Martin Walker has written so excellently in his book ‘Skewed’? With the involvement of the Great Universal Stores (GUS) Charitable Trust, do we have on our hands another version of Lord Sainsbury and the Linbury Trust? What are Parry’s motives? What is her involvement with the psychiatric lobby? Perhaps all these items that link Parry and Wessely are purely coincidental. Perhaps not. As the PRIME Project proceeds, we shall doubtless find out. 

One thing is for absolute certain. The PRIME Project story is now most firmly on the ME/CFS watchers map and is without doubt set to run. And run. And run. We live in interesting times. This story has legs.

Formal Letter despatched to Parry of PRIME

PRIME Steering Group Report 27/04/05

We were most surprised to see items that you have published in the Prime Steering Group Report in relation to the international One Click pressure group for ME/CFS patients. You state that 

“One Click claimed their emails were to keep members ‘up to date’ with news. The administrator of the GUS Charitable Trust is also a high profile medical journalist, and has investigated the reporting of news items on their website. She and two colleagues from the national press checked the facts behind five ‘news’ items chosen at random from the One Click site, going back to source in all cases. All were distorted, four contained two or more significant errors of fact and two were defamatory. One Click could not therefore be considered a reliable source of news. 

“Also reported were discussions with a number of colleagues representing nine of Britain’s national newspaper titles, all of whom said that they ignored any communication from One Click. They did this because ‘their stories never check out’. They regarded One Click’s claims with regard to the media as risible.”
We have requested that you please send us by return copies of the five One Click news items that you maintain are incorrect, distorted, contain significant errors of fact and are defamatory. Which are the nine newspaper titles and precisely what are the names of the so called “colleagues” who have allegedly made these comments?

When asked to provide the evidence to back up the statements made in the Prime Steering Group Report, you replied to One Click on the 10th June 2005 by email, refusing to do so. If you are unable to back up your claims, it looks as if you are guilty of defamation and in particular libel against an ME/CFS international pressure group whose material is read by over fifty five countries around the world and whose website receives in excess of 3,000 hits per day. 

You have seven working days to send us this information that we have requested. Failure to do so will result in a formal complaint being made by the One Click ME/CFS pressure group to the GUS Charitable Trust Chairman, Sir Victor Blank and this matter escalated. We are also copying this email in to the One Click Solicitors. 

The stated aims of the PRIME Project amongst others are: “To reconcile differences in opinion and approach and resolve disputes arising from them, and encourage co-operation between bodies representing views of people with ME/CFS and their carers.”

You, Vivienne, are neither a patient nor a carer of anyone with ME/CFS and have only just very recently parachuted in to the ME/CFS scene with the PRIME Project whose overall objectives are extremely obscure. We think that Sir Victor should be told what you are doing with the GUS Charitable Trust money and how you are behaving towards other groups in the ME/CFS community in Britain. 

We very much look forward to hearing further from you with the necessary information required to back up your public claims within the seven working days as stated.
