Dear Mr. Slaughter

I run the One Click pressure group that acts for patients suffering from the neurological disease ME/CFS, World Health Organisation classification ICD-10 G93.3. We work both out in the field and on the internet. Our information is read by the residents of over 70 countries.   In the UK and globally, our resource material is read by Ministers, MPs, the Department of Health, doctors, researchers, academics, the medical establishment, the media, patients and carers. We sit on the Committee for the development of the ME/CFS Guidelines by the National Institute for Clinical Excellence (NICE). 

I am writing to you in a personal capacity to ask for your help, as my MP.  On the 4th December 2005, my colleague Angela Kennedy wrote to Dr Richard Taylor MP, seeking information in regard to a newly formed Parliamentary Group being run by Dr Ian Gibson MP.  Dr Taylor passed this letter on to Dr Ian Gibson MP for response.

On the 9 December 2005, I wrote to Dr Gibson, submitting the One Click evidence for his group and requested the answers to six very simple questions, on behalf of patients.  I have not yet had a receipt for the evidence submitted, nor have the questions posed by my colleague Angela Kennedy and myself on behalf of patients been answered.

As your constituent, I would be most grateful if you could intervene on my behalf and that of the over 240,000 sufferers of ME/CFS in the UK and ensure that we are provided with the information that we so legitimately seek?

I am enclosing the following for you files:

1.  Angela Kennedy’s letter to Dr Richard Taylor MP dated 4 December 2005 that poses the six questions to which we require answers.

2.  A copy of the covering letter dated 9 December 2005 in regard to the One Click Submission sent to Dr Gibson that poses these questions once more and that requests an evidence submission receipt. 
3.  Dr Taylor’s response to Angela Kennedy dated 19 December 2005.

4.  A copy of the letter dated 9 January 2006 to Dr Gibson requesting the information that we seek once more. 
As you can see, we have tried.  We have heard nothing back at all from Dr Gibson.  I must say that I find it little short of extraordinary that an issue as complex as ME/CFS can be dealt with in a matter of twelve short weeks and yet that it take five weeks and counting to obtain the information that we seek. 
I very much look forward to hearing from you and hope that as my MP, you will be able to help. Many thanks indeed in anticipation.
