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	Gibson Fails To Respond 

	On the 4th December 2005, Angela Kennedy wrote to Dr Richard Taylor MP, a purported member of the Gibson Group and asked pertinent questions in relation to this 'Inquiry' that is neither an inquiry nor independent on ME/CFS. One Click Angela Kennedy's letter to Richard Taylor.

On the 9th December 2005, Jane Bryant wrote to Ian Gibson MP, submitted the One Click evidence to Gibson's Group, requested a receipt for same and asked for a response to precisely the same questions posed by Kennedy. One Click our Submission to the Gibson Group.

On the 19 December 2005, Richard Taylor responded to Kennedy's letter and passed the buck firmly to Gibson. One Click the Richard Taylor response. 

No receipt has been provided for the information submitted to the Gibson Group by One Click and the questions go unanswered. It is extraordinary that Gibson is prepared to conclude his 'inquiry' into an issue as complex as ME/CFS in a matter of fourteen weeks and yet cannot see his way to answering six very simple questions for four weeks and counting. And no, the mere four days of Public Holiday over Christmas and New Year are no valid excuse. 

THE GIBSON QUESTIONS

1. What are the names of the people who make up this anonymous Group, the participants of which have not been revealed? 

2. Is there any connection between this group and the PRIME Project, the Sense About Science Group or the Science Media Centre?

3. Why were ill ME/CFS patients being given less than three weeks with a deadline of the 20 December 2005 subsequent to your Press Release to provide written evidence to this anonymous Group? How is this fair or in any way reasonable when very ill people are involved?

4. Precisely who is doing the evaluation of the information submitted to this Group and how?

5. To whom will the Report of the Inquiry be tendered?

6. The All Party Parliamentary Groups have to declare funding. Who is the Group on Scientific Research into M.E funded by?

Dr Gibson seems extremely quick to provide a disgraceful and outrageously short time frame for patients and ME/CFS advocates to submit their information to his group and seems equally quick to wrap up an issue as complex as ME/CFS, with the conclusions to be announced by Easter. He is not so quick, however, to provide the legitimate and mandatory information that the ME/CFS community requires.

If Dr Gibson has not seen fit to respond to our questions by the 9 January 2005, One Click will write to Gibson again. This time we will also be highlighting this matter to our respective MPs. 

This Gibson 'inquiry' has the power to do more damage to ME/CFS patients than any other initiative put forward for the last twenty years and is becoming the execrable face of politics in action, including the claims of 'inquiry' architect Kevin "I am justly entitled to be proud of myself" Short, over this secretive mess. 
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
