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	More Short on Gibson 

	Kevin "I am justly entitled to be proud of myself" Short, has been writing on the internet over the last few days in relation to the Gibson 'inquiry' into ME/CFS. Short is the personal architect of this 'inquiry' that has the power to do more damage to ME/CFS patients than any other initiative for the last twenty years.

Short now has the temerity to claim that this meeting over this 'inquiry' that is shaping up to be the ME/CFS UK disaster of all time is a "private meeting" between himself and his MP. And Robinson and Boch Brown. In fact, Charles Clarke is Short's MP and not Gibson at all, but this kind of thing never stops Short from letting the facts get in the way of a good story.

In addition, Short has previously attacked One Click and taken to blaming others for this mess caused by his own initiative. First, he decided to boycott this 'inquiry'. Then he changed his mind. And now he has elected to state that what went down at this meeting on the 4th November is a private matter between him and his MP, when Gibson is not his MP at all, but instead, the Chair of this Gibson Group 'inquiry' into ME/CFS. Any personal references in the recording of this meeting could be very easily edited out in order to provide the information that the ME/CFS community needs. For Short to pretend otherwise is a complete and utter farce.

Short is also currently refusing to publish the letter sent to him by Gibson over which Short has written some twenty three pages of verbiage in response. As Short well knows, you can publish on the internet or anywhere else any letter of any kind that anyone has written to you whether it is headed 'Private & Confidential' or not. Legally, one can do as one pleases. The fact that Short is seeking to curry favour with Gibson and emolliate Gibson's feelings by asking his *permission* to publish this letter, under these appalling circumstances created by Short himself over this 'inquiry', says a great deal about Short and how he has handled this matter that has the power to damage so many from the start.

We have hesitated to expose Short's 'inquiry' antics on The One Click Group website in full as they illustrate so clearly the dreadful standard of ME/CFS advocacy carried out by some, the sheer ARROGANCE and complete and utter SUSPENSION OF POLITICAL JUDGEMENT AND ANALYSIS by Short and his doings over this 'inquiry' issue and the damage that he has caused, but today he has gone too far. Whilst it is doubtless the case that Short feels that Gibson misled him over this 'inquiry' business, what on earth did he expect? Short was warned over and over again of what would transpire and he yet elected to secretively proceed full steam ahead.
