	One Click writes to Gibson AGAIN 

	Today, we have once more written to Dr Ian Gibson MP over the questions that he has failed to date to answer in relation to this ME/CFS 'inquiry'. What is so extraordinary is that it would appear that Dr Gibson's anonymous group seems quite happy to provide an official report on a subject as complex as the illness ME/CFS, World Health Organisation neurological classification ICD-10 G93.3 in twelve short weeks and yet cannot provide the answers to six simple questions for the last five weeks and counting. 

Today, I have also written to my MP to alert him of this situation and to ask him to intervene on our behalf.

Background information on this 'independent inquiry' into ME/CFS that is no such thing is to be found below the letter to Gibson.

Dear Dr Gibson

I wrote to you by Royal Mail Recorded Delivery on the 9th December 2005, submitted The One Click Group evidence for your inquiry and asked for a receipt. I also requested the answers to six very simple questions in relation to this ME/CFS inquiry orchestrated by you that have been put forward by ME/CFS patients. I enclose a copy of the foregoing communication with this letter. 

On the 4th December 2005, my colleague and One Click co director Angela Kennedy wrote to Dr Richard Taylor posing precisely the same questions. On the 19th December 2005, Dr Taylor responded and stated that you would be answering these questions. As I write, we have had neither the requested receipt for the One Click evidence submitted to your group, nor the answers to these questions for over five weeks. We therefore pose these questions to you once more.

1. What are the names of the people who make up this anonymous Group the participants of which have not been revealed? 

2. Is there any connection between this group and the PRIME Project, the Sense About Science Group or the Science Media Centre?

3. Why have ill ME/CFS patients been given less than three weeks with a deadline of the 20 December 2005 subsequent to your Press Release to provide written evidence to this anonymous Group? How is this fair or in any way reasonable when very ill people are involved?

4. Precisely who is doing the evaluation of the information submitted to this Group and how?

5. To whom will the Report of the Inquiry be tendered?

6. The All Party Parliamentary Groups have to declare funding. Who is the Group on Scientific Research into M.E funded by?

You have stated that this ME/CFS inquiry is to be concluded by Easter, some twelve weeks away and yet this very basic information that is required by ME/CFS patients in relation to your Parliamentary group has not been forthcoming for over five weeks. The mere four days of Public Holiday over Christmas and New Year notwithstanding, we had hoped in all conscience to hear from you by now.

In order to obtain the entirely legitimate information that ME/CFS patients seek, I am now passing a copy of this letter on to my MP, Andrew Slaughter, in the hope that he will be able to facilitate matters, get the information needed for ME/CFS patients and obtain a response where, on behalf of ME/CFS patients, I have failed to date. 

We look forward to hearing from you Dr Gibson at your earliest convenience and Happy New Year.
