We have made this charity’s position regarding these guidelines very clear to our membership both in our magazine InterAction and on our website which is open to all who may wish to visit. In a nutshell, the guidelines could have been better in some important areas but overall this document represents an opportunity to drive forward improvements in NHS services so long as the right training is given to healthcare professionals, especially GPs. Action for M.E. therefore believes that the most effective way to improve the quality of care for people with M.E. is to engage in a critical partnership with the NHS, bringing the patients’ voice to the heart of NHS commissioning and service delivery. 
We shall monitor the implementation closely whilst at the same time campaigning for more money to be spent on research into the aetiology and pathogenesis of the illness. I hope this makes the position of Action for M.E. clear and explains why we will not be supporting your challenge nor contributing to your appeal to raise money for your legal costs.
