Judicial Review – CFS/ME NICE Guidelines
Many thanks for your letter dated 23 October 2007.

Your charity's refusal to support a Judicial Review of the CFS/ME NICE Guidelines that are set to squander in excess of £300 million of British taxpayer's money in the formal sanction of the psychiatric abuse of patients comes as no surprise to any of us. 

Your letter and your charity's released statements on its website reveal an unacceptably weak stance towards correcting the flaws in the Guidelines. 

In collusion with the psychiatric lobby, AfME has actively allowed NICE to rubberstamp ME/CFS as nothing more than a non-diagnosis and a euphemism and with you as AfME’s Chief Executive announcing absolutely no intention to challenge this situation.
