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	> > Read The ME Research Response - NICE Guidelines

> > Read The Action for ME (AfME) Response - NICE Guidelines
This is an interesting document in many, some surprising, ways. It would appear that AfME is proscribing CBT/GET and suggesting that these treatments be renamed as tailored management programmes, amongst its other initiatives.

> > Read The TYMES Trust Response - NICE Guidelines
Another welcomed charity vote on the NICE Guidelines as unfit for purpose, submitted too late to assist patients with their own NICE response. And unfortunately the usual TYMES Trust charity blank on the Lyme Disease/Borreliosis experienced by their child members previously diagnosed with ME/CFS.
