	The One Click Group sits on the Stakeholder Committee for the development of the National Institute for Health and Clinical Excellence (NICE) Guidelines on 'CFS/ME'. Over the 'CFS/ME' NICE Guidelines issue, there has been massive controversy.

For the benefit of the ME/CFS community, One Click publishes today the subset 'CFS/ME' Questionnaire produced by the Royal College of General Practioners (RCGP) to support the work of the NICE 'CFS/ME' Development Group.

Please read the instructions on how to fill out this thing carefully. We have already identified enormous problems with this Questionnaire. We bring to your attention page 10 of the instructions headed Assumptions in which many 'assumptions' have indeed been made. What has been left out of these so called 'assumptions' is as significant as what has been left in. 

You will note that the Questionnaire published by One Click today is only a subset of the full Questionnaire being prepared by the Guidelines Development Group and that this subset "does not cover all potential areas of investigations, diagnosis or interventions for CFS/ME." In other words, the Stakeholder Committee is only being given a fraction of the story and information required by members such as One Click and the ME/CFS community.

One Click has applied for the full Questionnaire and we should be receiving this by the end of the week. 

Prior to my son becoming ill, I worked extensively in the field of public relations. Part of my job was to brief for the production of questionnaires just such as this one from NICE with the objective of getting the preconceived answers that were sought by the vested interests concerned. This NICE Questionnaire is just one such. It is has been deliberately skewed. 

There are serious legal ramifications with regard to the formulation of the 'CFS/ME' NICE Guidelines.
